ADVANCED SEARCH FEATURES

The search filters available on advanced search offer the ability to
narrow focus to parameters such as certain date ranges, content
types, languages, and source libraries across collections. Users can
submit advanced searches without search terms, but just specifying
limiters, which enables the user to explore different slices of content.

SUBJECT INDEXING e
Subject indexing aids content discovery across collections, fokinrii o
drawing connections that simple search and retrieve cannot achieve.
A standard keyword search can only retrieve a result if the search e
term is in the text. Subject indexing takes searching beyond these
limitations, allowing users to discover content even if the search term
is not explicitly present in the text.

TERM FREQUENCY

Enables users to explore the frequency of one or more search terms
in the content over time, which can suggest the changing importance

of concepts over the years. It enables users to pose new questions of
historical data.

TERM CLUSTERS

Users can discover related terms that commonly occur in relation to

their own search term, which helps uncover hidden connections, or
can be a helpful starting point in the early stages of research.

CITATION TOOLS

Integrated directly into the user’s workflow, formatted citations can be

easily exported from single or multiple documents to services like EasyBib
or NoodleTools. MLA, APA, and Chicago-style citations are supported.
